The City Council of the City of Brady, Texas met in a Regular Meeting on Tuesday December 15, 2020 at 6:00 pm 
with Mayor Anthony Groves presiding in person.  Council Members present were Jane Huffman, Jeffrey Sutton, Jay 
May, Larry Land and Missi Elliston.  City staff present were City Manager Dennis Jobe, Public Works Director Steven 
Miller, Community Development Manager Erin Corbell, Police Sergeant Randy Batton, Police Chief Steve Thomas, 
and City Secretary Tina Keys.  Also in attendance were Marvin & Susie Smith and Taunya Ruffin. 
1.  CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL & CERTIFICATION OF A QUORUM 

Mayor Groves called the meeting to order at 6:00 p.m.  Council quorum was certified.   

2.  INVOCATION AND PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 

Council Member May gave the invocation and the Pledge of Allegiance was recited. 

3.  PUBLIC COMMENTS 

Marvin Smith – purchased lot at 903 S. Pine.  City has a lien on property, and they are asking Council to consider a 
reduction on the sizeable lien.  They will make improvements, put up fencing and add utilities.  Mayor Groves said 
the item will be on a future agenda. 
 
Taunya Ruffin – thinks there has been a great injustice done.  She moved to eastern Europe and trained search 
and rescue dogs, police dogs, wilderness rescue, every type of service dog imaginable.  She has worked with many, 
many dogs.  She and Officer Batton have been in the same circles and she has known him and his work ethic with 
his dogs.  Ruffin said Batton has trained with very high-level people and he is a very respected man in the dog 
community.  Ruffin said she doesn’t like what is happening.  “It’s wrong to drag up people and put it on Facebook 
and make unjust accusations.  Everyone in the K-9 community knows what Randy was accused of is not correct.  K-
9 dogs are working dogs and tools.  Hard core working dogs.”.  Ruffin said what Randy Batton was accused of is 
false and she doesn’t like it and doesn’t think that anyone should pay attention to it.  She said, “the man making 
the accusations has a vendetta and if he were not a coward, he would be here” and Ruffin said she “is 
disappointed he is not here to be addressed.”  Ruffin said she has seen Randy work with his dog and there are NO 
problems with the dog, or she would be the first one to say so.  Since it’s an agenda item, Council Member Elliston 
responded said thank you for giving validity to confirm that the allegations are not true.  Mrs. Ruffin reiterated 
that Randy Batton and his dog should be respected.

SUMMARY: 

City of Brady City Council Member Places 2 and 3 are up for reelection this year.  Per the City of Brady 
Home Rule Charter, Council must call an Election.  The City of Brady is required by law to hold an 
election on a uniform election date. McCulloch County has only a limited amount of voting equipment 
and has been unable to assist the City with elections due to conflicting dates of Primary Elections and 
possible run-off elections. Therefore, we have had to seek help from the Brown County Election 
Administrator.  This resolution calling the election and any needed subsequent agreements will allow 
the city to meet its obligations to the citizens of Brady, to the BISD School Board, and Brown County 
by gaining access to needed election equipment and other required resources.

SECTION 1:  The City of Brady will hold a General Election on May 1, 2021 from 7:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. 
at City Hall, 201 East Main Street, Brady, Texas for the purpose of electing Council Member for Place Two 
(2) and Council Member for Place Three (3). 
 
SECTION 2:  Applications for place on the ballot will be accepted from January 13, 2021 until February 
12, 2021, by the close of business (5:00 p.m.) in the Office of the City Secretary, City Hall, 201 East Main 
Street, Brady, Texas. 
 
SECTION 3:  Early voting will be from April 19, 2021 until April 27, 2021, Monday through Friday and 
from 8:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. with extended hours from 7:00 a.m. until 7:00 p.m. on April 22, 2021 and April 
27, 2021 at City Hall, 201 East Main Street, Brady, Texas.   
 
Applications for ballots by mail shall be submitted to Tina Keys, P.O. Box 351, 201 East Main Street, 
Brady, Texas by April 20, 2021.   
 
SECTION 4:  The Election Judge to serve at the polling place of such election shall be and are hereby

SECTION 5:  In accordance with Section 32.091 of the Texas Election Code, clerks shall be paid at the 
rate of $11.00 per hour and the election judges shall be paid $12.50 per hour. 
 
SECTION 6:  There shall be a minimum of two (2) clerks at the polling place, which includes the alternate 
judge.  

 

SECTION 7:  In accordance with Section 87.004 of the Texas Election Code, the presiding judge at City 
Hall and at least two (2) clerks shall also serve as the Early Voting Ballot Board to count ballots received 
during early voting by personal appearance and early voting by mail.

CITY MANAGER APPROVAL:  

 

SUMMARY: 

The FY21 Budget approved to finance the purchase of 1 truck for the Public Property Maintenance fleet at 
a purchase price not to exceed $25,000.  A competitive bid from the Buy Board Procurement program 
identified Caldwell Country Ford, Rockdale, Texas as the low bid for the specifications submitted by 
Superintendent Steve Morgan. The low bid was $175 over the approved budget and debt service for year 
one will be $179 more than budget estimates; however, a line -item transfer to cover the small short-fall has 
been approved. The City will finance $25,000.  Local bids were 11% and 20% higher than the low bid. 
                 
Governmental Capital Corporation (GCC) solicited banks and received 3 bids and 2 no bids with results 
detailed below. 
  
Interest Rate Bid Tabulations: 
First Financial –     3.961% 

Kansas State Bank – 4.75% 
Private Individual–    4.512% 
TIB – no bid 
Southside Bank – no bid 
 
GCC is therefore offering a finance contract for a term of 60 monthly payments (5 years) at 3.961%, requiring 
a lien on tax and other lawful revenues.  Total debt service for FY 2021 will be $3,678.96 with first payment 
due February 15, 2021.        

 

RECOMMENDED ACTION: 

It is recommended that City Council approve Resolution 2021-002 to enter into a finance contract with 
Government Capital Corporation for a total principal amount not to exceed $25,000.

The City of Brady desires to designate this Agreement as a "qualified 

tax-exempt obligation" of the City of Brady for the purposes of Section 265 (b) (3) of the 

Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended.  The City of Brady desires to designate the Mayor 

as an authorized signer of the Agreement. 

 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF BRADY: 

 

Section 1. That the City of Brady enters into a Financing Agreement with Government 

Capital Corporation for the purpose of procuring a vehicle and Related Equipment. 

 

Section 2. That the Financing Agreement, by and between the City of Brady and 

Government Capital Corporation is designated by the City of Brady as a "qualified tax-exempt 

obligation" for the purposes of Section 265 (b) (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as 

amended. 

 

Section 3. That the City of Brady designates the Mayor as an authorized signer of the 

Financing Agreement, by and between the City of Brady and Government Capital Corporation. 

 

Section 4.      That should the need arise, if applicable, the City will use loan proceeds for 

reimbursement of expenditures related to the Property, within the meaning of Treasury 

Regulation § 1.150-2, as promulgated under the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended 

 

This Resolution has been PASSED upon Motion made by Council Member____________________, 

seconded by Council Member _______________________ by a vote of ______ to ______ and is 

effective this  __January 5    , 2021.

SUMMARY: 
At the regular City Council meeting held on November 3, 2020 Council approved Resolution 2020-024 to 
publish a notice of intent to issue debt in an amount not to exceed $4,130,000.  Issuing Certificates of 
Obligations (COs) are governed by state law processes to promote transparency and accountability to the 
public.  Therefore, once the notice is approved and published, a specific timeline is set to execute the issuance 
of the COs.   Due to COVID-19 challenges, the Texas Water Development Board has been unusually and 
unexpectedly slow in the process of releasing permission to bid out the project. 
 
Since the final bids will determine the actual amount of the loan needed, the city staff is requesting that the 
current notice that was published be with-drawn and then re-issued once we have permission from the Texas 
Water Development Board to release all requests for bids. Once we can proceed with full bidding of the project, 
we should have a good understanding of the timeline needed to complete the process fully. 
 

This item presented will close the loop on the previously published notice of intent by making clear 
that the Council will not be issuing COs in connection with that notice.   
 
Staff will be returning to Council requesting to re-issue a notice to the public of its intent to issue debt 
once we are able to establish a good timeline of events. 
 
The Texas Water Development Board (TWDB) has given the City of Brady a financial commitment to fund a 
loan amount not to exceed $4,130,000 through the Clean Water State Revolving Fund program, for the 
completion of the construction of a new wastewater treatment plant.

The potential loan proceeds, along with the planning and design commitment approved by the TWDB on July 
19, 2012 for $2,651,990, and the $14,685,000 construction commitment approved by the TWBD on May 9, 
2019, will be used to fund the currently estimated $21.5 million improvements needed to replace the City’s 
wastewater treatment plant.  This type of debt is in compliance with the City’s Debt Management Policy 
adopted during the City’s most recent budgeting cycle.

NOTICE OF INTENTION TO ISSUE 
COMBINATION TAX AND SURPLUS WATERWORKS AND SEWER SYSTEM 

REVENUE CERTIFICATES OF OBLIGATION 
 
 NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the City Council of the City of Brady, 
Texas, will convene at its regular meeting place of said City Council located in the 
City of Brady Municipal Court Building, 207 S. Elm Street, Brady, Texas for a 
regular meeting called at 6:00 p.m. on January 5, 2021, and, during such meeting, 
the City Council will consider passage of an ordinance and take such other actions 
as may be deemed necessary to authorize the issuance of a series of combination 
tax and surplus waterworks and sewer system revenue certificates of obligation in 
a principal amount not to exceed $4,130,000. The purpose of the certificates to be 
authorized is to pay contractual obligations of the City to be incurred for 
construction of certain wastewater system improvements identified as Texas 
Water Development Board Project No. 73638, and the payment of professional 
services and costs of issuance related thereto.  The certificates of obligation will 
be payable from the levy of an annual ad valorem tax, within the limitations 
prescribed by law, upon all taxable property within the City and a pledge of the 
surplus net revenues from the City’s waterworks and sewer system.  The 
certificates of obligation are to be issued, and this notice is given, under and 
pursuant to the provisions of the Certificate of Obligation Act of 1971, as amended, 
Local Government Code, Section 271.041, et seq.  
 

As further required by Local Government Code Section 271.049(b)(4)-(6), 
the following additional information is provided:

(B) The current combined principal and interest required to pay all

the certificates, the City Secretary receives a petition signed by at least five percent 
of the qualified voters of the City protesting the issuance of the certificates, the City 
may not issue the certificates unless the issuance is approved at an election 
ordered, held and conducted in the manner provided for bond elections.
